Big surprise. CAMRA has welcomed the progression of
the Licensing Bill through both Houses of Parliament. The
Bill will now go forward for Royal Assent.

After years of campaigning we're only one step away
from dumping Britain's archaic licensing laws and moving
to amore flexible system. Pubs will soon find it easier to
extend their opening hours to meet the needs of their cus-
tomers.

We hoping for all sectors of the beer and pubsindustry to
embrace the Bill and work with the Government and Li-
censing Authorities.

It is essential that the transition to the new systemis
made as smooth and painless as possible and thiswill re-
quire a partnership between the authorities and the trade.

The Brothers Grimm

the pub with that name in his neck of the woods probably
is not worth avisit. It's nice to know that people do read
this magazine but some do take umbrage quickly.

The correspondent in Calderdale confirms that the pub in
question - the Brothers Grimm - does not offer any tradi-
tional beer and is therefore of no interest to CAMRA mem-
bers and sympathisers wanting a decent pint of real ale.

Now, as al publicans should know, CAMRA means the
Campaign for Real Ale and its fundamental objectiveisthe
promotion and preservation of real aes.

That isthat thepubin
question is not necessarily a bad pub - it's simply that the
style of beer on offer does not meet the definition of Real
Ale.

CBOB - Champion Beer of Britain - the Story

The best beer in Britain, the winner of the
prestigious 'Champion Beer of Britain' compe-
tition, was announced at the opening of the
Great British Beer Festival in August. Hosted
by CAMRA, the competition has become a
highlight in the beer calendar and thousands of
beer lovers usually queue up to try the winning
beer. Very good news for the winners, then.

The competition has been running since 1978
and previous winners have enjoyed exceptional
success as pubs and bars fight to stock the beer
to satisfy customer demand.

Since winning the award 12 months ago,
Caledonian has not only seen impressive sales
increases of Deuchars in Scotland, but acceler-
ated sales in England too, resulting in over 160
permanent stockists.

Caledonian were absolutely delighted to win
the 2002 CBOB. They have reported that sales
of the winning beer rose by 55% - an increase
of nearly 7,000 barrels since the award.

A spokesman expressed pleasure with the

performance of Deuchars IPA over the last 12
months, itsimproving rate of sale and the qual-
ity of the distribution growth, giving al at
Caledonian a good feeling about the coming 12
months.

Calderdale Caper swith Barry Morris

The time for doing these writeups seems to
come round more quickly than it used to. | do
have slightly more time available on this occa
sion, so might actually avoid the spelling mis-
takes of last time, having almost sufficient time
to read it through before sending it to Dave. On
the canal jaunt | finished up at Luddendenfoot,
one of our more rural locations, and the towpath
walk west from here is a very pleasant one.
Green fields and tree-clad slopes to the side; the
chance of seeing a kingfisher out hunting; make
thewalk from the ‘ Foot’ to our next pub, unless
it isthrowing it down of course, highly enjoy-
able. Should it be throwing it down the tree-clad
slopes, and anything else within 50 yards is
likely to be obscured in mist, and any kingfisher
will be sheltering under some overhanging bough
and thinking “Who is that prat?’ as you trudge
by on your way to the GROVE.

The GROVE at Brearley isthe only stop be-
tween ‘T’ Foot” and Mytholmroyd, and was more
or less my local for afew months when | moved

up thisway permanently in 1972. As you well
know that was the Dark Ages asfar astrad ale
was concerned. | can only remember drinking
Guinness there in those days, so today’s choiceis
considerably improved. Thereis still Guinness
no doubt, but you aso have Old Mill Bitter and
Theakston Cask. | dways found the place conge-
nial, with the snug bar and lounge areato the
front and the larger function room to the rear.
The gents went in for the atrium approach, with
extensive headroom providing that ‘ al-fresco’
feel |1 remember from pubs of yesteryear. It was
once a brewery-tap for the Grove Brewery, the
name of which still adorns the arch to the west
side of the pub. | would be interested to hear
from anyone who drank beers from this brewery.

they were drying out. After ariver-straightening
exercise it is now flooded only 40% — 50% of
the time however, and anyway the canal is
raised above this flood plain so we should have
no trouble reaching Mytholmroyd unscathed.

Mytholmroyd is of course the birthplace of
Ted Hughes, the successor to Mr Motion as
Poet Laureate. | read his ‘Birthday Letters' not
long ago, and it needed copious draughts of
Landlord, and other premier trad beersto get
back on an even kedl. It was obviously Ted's
experiences after leaving ‘ Royd’ that inspired
this particular collection, because the placeis
far from depressing.

Your first port of call isthe WHITE LION,
squeezed between the road and the canal close
to the canal bridge, where you can get a pint of
Tetley Bitter. Right opposite the ‘Lion’ isan ex
pub, once called the Royal Oak | believe. It has
been closed for 30 years and it is only recently
that signs of activity are evident. It is unlikely to
be a pub again however and will probably end
up as aprivate house. Y ou can then proceed
aong the main road to the DUSTY MILLER,
where you can also drink Tetley Bitter. Thisis
clearly avery old establishment, with rather

attractive ‘Venetian' style windows, and much
evidence of foundation settlement. It was a
haunt of the infamous ‘ Cragg coiners’, and two
of them drank here on the day they murdered
the excise officer William Deighton in Halifax.
Presumably the trad beer was off that day, and
certainly the bus service must have been better.
(William Deighton by the way has a pub named
after himin Halifax. It's called the Portman and
Pickles. Obviously!)

The other pub in Mytholmroyd is a pretty
regular GBG entry, and has had the same land-
lord for eons. It isjust over the river and up
Cragg Road past the railway. Mr Hartley has
been running the SHOULDER OF MUTTON
for many ayear, and it was he who first got
Hartley's (of Ulverston then) beersin what was
aWhitbread pub. Since then it has been a popu-
lar venue for trad ale drinkers in the area. These
days it serves Black Sheep and Boddington's
Bitter, Taylor's Landlord, Whitbread Castle
Eden, and Flower’s IPA, with an occasiona
guest beer. The pub retains several smaller
drinking areas, and it has a collection of memo-
rabilia of the fore-mentioned Cragg Coiners.
Obviously this bunch of violent crooks seem to

It serves Taylor’'s Best Bitter and Land-
lord, which will be welcome after a strong mile
walk, abeit pretty level. So we'll sit here and
enjoy the beer before getting round Hebden next
time.

On the news front | can report that no weapons of
mass destruction have been found in any Calder-
dale pub over the last 2 months, so you can confi-
dently drink where you will. Some of you will no
doubt feel that some keg and smooth beers should
be classified as chemical weapons, but the Ge-
neva boys have not got round to listing them; yet.

For pub news we can report, thankfully, no
change at the FOX & GOOSE in Hebden Bridge.
The new ownership, with the continuity of bar
and cellar management, have maintained an ex-
cellent standard of beer choice and quality,
along with the hospitality we have cometo
know. Long may it continue. Also in Hebden



the STUBBING WHARF lease is up for sale, so
changes there may be in the offing. Further west
in Todmorden the BLACK SWAN now has
Tetley and Black Sheep Bitter plus a guest beer.
Thereisaso aguest beer available at JACK’S
HOUSE, along with Ruddles Best Bitter and Lees
Bitter. The WEAVERS ARMS is getting good
reports on beer quality, and they have already held
a beer festival therein July. Between Todmorden
and Hebden the TOP BRINK has lost its Draught
Bass, so | think we are down to two outlets for
this beer in Calderdale. A little further east the
GOLDEN LION in Ripponden has 2 John East-
wood beers, and the QUEEN at West Vale has
Theakston’ s Bitter and Black Sheep Bitter.

Not much news from the metropolis, except that
the ROY AL OAK has changed hands (now
‘Unique’), the UPPER GEORGE does not have a
guest, and the guest beers have been thin on the
ground on my latest visits to the UNION CROSS.

We have lost three real ale pubs in the shape of
the RED LION (Stainland), the GROVE
(Rastrick), and, most unfortunately, the STIRK
BRIDGE in Sowerby Bridge. To counter thisthe
former Old Corn Mill at Clifton, now the OLD
MILL, has been bought by S& N and does have
Courage Directors, Theakston BB, and a guest
(From S&N list); while the PRINCE OF OR-
ANGE at Shelf has put trad beer back on againin
the form of Tetley Bitter and Webster's GLB. In
addition the GEORGE in Brighouse has one real
ale on, without a pump clip.

My most memorable pint has to be a holiday
one. The Hebridean sailing trip this year wasin
August, and the weather was positively Mediterra-
nean. On our last day we pulled into Loch Nevis,
and visited the Old Forge (See GBG). With tem-
peratures around 85 in the shade the Skye Brew-
ery Hebridean Gold was memorable indeed.

Britain's True Heritage pubsfeaturein
new 'National I nventory'

Consumers - you and me - often call for
more recognition and protection for pubs with
outstanding historical interiors. Yes, we do.
Of over 60,000 pubsin the UK, amere 250
have interiors of outstanding heritage interest.
The huge majority of pubs have undergone
drastic aterations in recent years and less
than 4% have retained features of historic
significance.

The 'National Inventory' (of outstanding
historic pub interiors) is now published by
CAMRA. It features 205 pubs with excep-
tiona historic interiors and afurther 43 pubs
with particular internal features of national
historic importance.

Dave Gamston, Chairman of CAMRA's
Pub Heritage Group and Editor of the Na-
tiona Inventory says, "CAMRA fully appre-
ciates that pubs have to survive in the real
world of commercial pressures, adapting their

business to modern needs, but al too often these
pressures have led to ‘change for change's sake,
with wide-scale loss of historic internal features.
Less than 4% of the national pub stock remains
unspoilt enough to be worthy of CAMRA's Na-
tiona Inventory, and holding on to these treas-
uresis now amajor conservation challenge. The
National Inventory is about raising awareness of
the problem with politicians, local authorities,
pub companies and fellow consumers. It's also
about celebrating the best of the pub heritage we
have |eft".

The third edition of the National Inventory has
been painstakingly compiled by CAMRA's Pub
Heritage Group. It includes pubs from across
the UK, including Northern Ireland. Pubs are
selected purely for their internal physical fabric
and things such as beer quality or 'atmosphere’
are not considered.

CAMRA wants more local authoritiesto pro-
tect pub interiors from unsympathetic alteration.
A large number of National Inventory pubs are
in statutorily 'listed' buildings - most of them at
Grade |1, which means their safeguarding is es-
sentially entrusted to local planning authorities.
In the past, local planning authorities have not
always exercised their control powers with the
same force to the insides as to the outsides of
listed pub buildings, and this has contributed to
the loss of many valuable pub interiors.

Not al historic pubs qualify for statutory list-
ing, but they could benefit from inclusion in
'local lists' of the kind some local authorities al-
ready operate. All local authorities should estab-
lish such lists, as they can play amajor part in
influencing local planning policies and raising
awareness about locally important historic build-
ings, including pubs. It isbelieved that, at the
present time, only about athird of local authori-
ties choose to maintain such lists.

Dr. Geoff Brandwood, CAMRA and English
Heritage Pubs Caseworker said, "Many pubs
have interiors which are simple and unsophisti-
cated and do not qualify for statutory listing, yet
they are still of value to the people who use them
and help to define the sense of local community.
Theloca list initiative holds promise as a vehi-

clefor protecting valuable local pubs and
their historic interiors so that futuregen- (19




erations can enjoy them".

The Government is undertaking areview of
building and area designation this year. This
review iswidely expected to place greater em-
phasis on character assessment of localities,
understanding what makes them special and
the value local people attach to them, and
through this process achieve greater engage-
ment with local communities and their heri-
tage.

The good doctor continued, "Pubs need to be
acentral part of this process and the National
Inventory can be an important reference for
planners and decision-makers in understanding
which are the key historic pub buildingsin a
given locality".

Local authorities need greater resources for
building conservation. A recent report from
English Heritage has highlighted a shortage of
resources within local planning authorities for
dealing with the historic environment. The re-
port shows that 15% of authorities have no
Conservation Officer posts at all and three-
quarters of conservation areas have no adopted
character assessments. The report also found

the influence of Conservation Officers within
planning departments to be generally low. Re-
ferring to the Government's policy document of
December 2001 ('The Historic Environment: A
Force for our Future’) Dave Gamston said,
"The Government is placing great importance
upon conservation issues and character assess-
mentsin local planning. Y et there seemsto be
no plan at al to provide the necessary re-
sources for planning authorities to action what
is preached. Things clearly need to change if
building conservation at the local level isto
stand a chance of being successful.”

The direct journey from Halifax to Leeds via
the A58 is around 15 miles, and this was the
route taken by the former 23 Y orkshire Woollen
bus many years ago, completing the journey in
just under the hour. The train (calling at Bradford
and other stations) takes around 35 minutes
whilst the most direct bus now takes around 70
minutes. But what of the Arrivaroute 226? This
takes avery circuitous route indeed, with arun-
ning time of 130 minutes and the mileage in-
creased to about 30.
(Evening and Sun-
day journeys are
numbered 227 and
take in Bailiff
Bridge instead of
Norwood Green
village)

Whét, then, of the
pubs passed on the
way? You will need
to wait until part 3
of thisarticleto as-
certain the exact
number, but there
are over twenty in
the first section
aone. (The word
‘Pass’ should be
interpreted as pass-
ing within around a
minute’ s walk or
maybe 100 yards
from the bus route,
though not necessar-
ily from the nearest
stop.) The complete
survey will fal into
the following three
sections - HALI-
FAX to CLECK-
HEATON; CLECKHEATON to BATLEY and
BATLEY to LEEDS. Hereis PART ONE.

Following mass demolition of the 1960’s,
when many small pubs were closed due to road-

widening schemes, on leaving Halifax no pubs
are now passed until the STUMP CROSS INN
on abusy junction. (Pubslisted in capitals are
recommended for avisit; others may not be so,
dependent on the availability of real ae.) At this
point 508 First buses proceed via Shelf, Odsal
and Stanningley, whilst the Arriva 223, 224 and
226 buses bear right through Hipperholme, Scho-
les & Cleckheaton. The next pub to passisthe
Country House, followed closely by the WHITE-
HALL HOTEL,
from where the
Leeds and White-
hall Road takesits
name. Half amile
further along stands
the WHITE
HORSE, for many
years a Webster
house, yet the faint
lettering * Stocks
Ales’ may be seen
on an outer wall.
From this point the
urban landscape is
left behind and a
short tract of pleas-
ant countrysideis
encountered. The
bus turns left into
Norwood Green
village where there
are two pubs, each
worth avisit. On
dternate (even)
hours, adlight de-
tour up the village
and back takesin
the historic OLD
WHITE BEARE,
well known for its
food, but all the buses pass the PEAR TREE with
its spacious beer garden and wonderful long dis-
tance views. Thisis also agood place for
food and arare outlet for reliable 21




Tetley’smild. (Note that evening and Sunday
journeys will omit the two Norwood Green pubs
but instead take in the historic SUN INN, Light-
dliffe (dated 1730) and the non-real ale Punch
Bowl, Bailiff Bridge.)

Pubsin the old village of Wyke (which once
shared arailway station with Norwood Green on
the Bradford to Halifax line) come thick and
fast - the Ha If Way House; the (Top) Oddfel-
lows; the Brown Cow; the Oddfellows Hall
(Bottom Odds) and the Robin Hood, all selling
real ale. Despite their various origins such as
Ramsdens, Melbourne and Heys, al have now
settled for Tetley’s, as have the popular West-
field at Wyke and the Walkers Armsin Scholes.
Further down lies the curiously-named Priory at

Whitechapel (formerly the Brown Cow) immedi-
ately outside the ancient Parish Church with its
stone mounting steps. Between Moorend and
Cleckheaton may be found the Horncastle and
the Talbot, the Granby and the COMMERCIAL -
excellent meals and guest beers here. Almost into
Cleckheaton town centre is the town’ s newest
and busiest pub - the OBEDIAH BROOKE - a
successful Wetherspoon pub standing proudly
opposite the impressive Town Hall. But before
the Bus Station is reached (currently in a state of
disrepair but with a new one promised) two other
pubs are passed, the Timepiece (formerly George
Hotel but originally Nag's Head) and the Rose &
Crown. Journey time so far - about 35 minutes
with 21 pubs passed.

More dates for your diary: Cask Beer Week runs from 19" to 28" September. Yes, it ismore
than aweek but don't let that stop you making an effort to REALLY enjoy some decent cask ale.
And then there’ s British Food Fortnight, running from 20" September to 5" October. How come
cask beer gets aweek and food afortnight, anyway? It appears that last year’ s fortnight was suc-
cessful in encouraging pubs, restaurants and retailers to run special promotions and it resulted in
increased sales of British food and drink. So another plate of fish and chips then.

RUBY MILD 3,4% was selling for £1.50 but,
although abeautiful colour, itstaste left alittle
to be desired for my palate.

BEST BITTER 3.6% was by far the better taste.
SPECIAL RESERVE 4.2% at £1.80 fell some-
way between the two tastes.

Although Timothy Taylor’s have nothing to
fear (asyet), | am sure that future tweaking of
the recipes will settle the styles down and give
us some other excellent alternatives - good luck
to them.

The Waggon & Horses Inn also has an exten-
sive food menu (particularly good value if
you’'re of pensioner’s age) and a Stables Restau-
rant.

September 1982 -
SECOND PUB FOR
TROUGH

The Wild Boar, Bolton
Road, Bradford, for-
merly the Cliffe Wood,
opened on officialy Fri-
day 13th August (bought
28th July 1982) selling
all three Trough beers.
The new landlord and
lady, John and Traudy,
are keen to get the pub
off to aflying start.
Within the next few
weeks, not only will
there be good beer, but
good, cheap food as
well. As John previously
worked at the Norfolk
Gardens Hotel (now Hil-
ton Hotel) good food
should be a simple task.
The name of the pub
comes firstly from the
fact that
the last
wild boar
of Brad-
ford was
killed near
the site of
the pub.

Secondly
there used
tobea
pub, now
demol-
ished, a
few yards
away
caled the
Wild Boar,
and
thirdly, the

name is the same as that of the strong bitter
produced by Trough. The pub, athough so

recently opened, has already achieved a

friendly atmosphere and the juke box, kept at a

Above: The good news then.

The Cliffe Wood
opened in 1868 and was
named after the local
beauty spot, a venue for
picnics.

Breweries Ltd. Board-
man's sold their Y ork-
